- formation regarding the prospects of obtaining water from all possible

sources. The manager was also asked to obtain information for the
Board of Directors regarding annexations to the District.

We feel that the community will, in all probability, shortly give
the Alpine Heights Water District a sincere vote of confidence and that
the applications for annexation will not be Iong in coming. It should
be pointed out that parcels of land to be annexed do not necessarily
have to be contiguous with the current district boundaries.

Any motorist who has been caught behind a giant trailer rig on
one of our freeways, and has experienced the jolting effect of worn
pavement in the truck lanes, can sympathize with the correspondent
of the Sacramento Union who cried out in exasperation recenfly that
the right name for freeways should be Freightways. So can the tax-
payers who build and maintain these roads. And so can those other
taxpayers, the railroads, who suffer business-wise as well from this
tax-subsidized competition.

In a very true sense our great highways have become to be the
“rights-of-way” of a burgeoning freight business. They must be built
to withstand the tremendous pounding of heavy loads, at millions of
dollars in extra costs to those who pay for them. -Whereas the railroads
maintain—and pay taxes on—their rights of way, the truckers ride al-
most free. .

This mequitable situation has long been a serious factor in the

blems of the nation’s railroads. Every new
w ‘project merely compounds it. It is to the
great credit of the railroads that despite governmental indifference fo
this problem, they have done much on their own to alleviate it, in so
far as they can within the antiquated rate regulations that still strangle
them. The rapid growth of piggy-back transportation of loaded truck
trailers is a case in point.

By literally lifting heavy trucks off the highways, and depositing
them at: a terminal near their destination, the railroads have provided
a triple service. They have met competition by sharing it; they have
made a start toward clearing the highways; and they have given hoth
shippers and buyers the advantage of using the fast heavy transporta-
tion facilities which only the railroads can furnish.

Motorists Warned
On Turnouts

Vacationists who will be taking
trips into the mountains of Cali-
fornia this summer are being re-
minded by the California Highway
Patrol that the new ‘“turnout” law
will be strictly enforced wherever
appropriate signs
posted.

Commissioner Bradford M. Crit-
tenden noted that the turnout law
requires slow moving automobiles
to move aside and allow impeded
traffic to pass. Turnout areas have
been built on two-lane highways
throughout the state where traffic
and road conditions warrant. Signs
reading “Turnout one-quarter mile”
give advance notice while others
reading “Turnout” mark the loca-
tion.

“Under the law, a motorist who
is being followed by five or more
cars must turn -off at these marked
locations and permit the cars be-

exact routing to the Commission.
The Legislature sets up the rules
governing the general apportion-
ment of highway user tax funds
and delegates the detailed budget-
ing to the Commission.

“The Legislature created the
Commission as an unsalaried body,
a body of unsalaried officials to
give conscientious guidance to the
program. The Commissioners’
terms were arranged to provide
continuity of membership and
policy through changes in State ad-
ministration.

“The Legislature made the Di-
rector of Public Works chairman
of the Commission to provide work-
ing liaison between the policy-mak-
ing Commissioners and the operat-
ing Department of Public Works.

“The Commission established
procedures which provide that it
will consider and study the views
of interested citizens, the sugges-
tions of local government agencies,
and the recommendations of the
State Highway Engineer.
