Y oar Ufislator At Work 
Our current budget session 

has veered in a somewhat un­
orthodox direction from that 
followed by its predecessors, 
Instead of concentrating on 
the budget bill to the exclu­
sion of practically everything 
else, our attentiun is now 
focused on tax reduction. 

In a series u1 swift moves 
which caught some observers 
by sw-prise, the Senate com­
mittee on revenue and taxa­
tion sent to the floor with fa­
vorable recommendation a 
group of fow- measures which 
would lower State taxes. Two 
of them, relating to the per­
sonal income and corporation 
taxes, which bring our State 
laws into conformity with Fed­
eral law and would j..>Wduce 
savings estimated at $5 
million annually.
