LIBRARY

National Library Week is a
good time to remember the
early history of the Alpine
Library.During the first year
of the new century several
Alpine citizens organized a
public library for the commun~
ity.The library still uses the
same location today,but there
have been many changes, At
first there was no librarian on
duty. To borrow books one got
the key from the Alpine Store
and then signed the record
book at the store for the books
borrowed.A branch of the San
Diego. County Free Library
was established in December,
1914, in the same room with
Alpine's Civic Library and a
regular attendant was hired,
according to facts given in
the book, ALPINE HISTORY,
A BRIEF ACCOUNT OF EARLY
DAYS, written by Beatrice La
Force,anAlpine resident and
past librarian, Mrs,James C.
Ansell who served as librarian
about thirty years ago recalls
the $1,000,00 willed to the
library association about 50
years ago because a man was
grateful for the library that his
son used,This moneywas de-
posited and the interest used
to buy non-fiction books for
the library, When the associ-
ation disbanded a few years,
ago, the money on hand was
given to the Alpine Women's
Clubto beused for major re~
pair work on the building,
