ren. She had been in ill health for 
some time. Dr. Roger Larson officiated, 
with Paris Mortuary handling arrange­
ments. Burial was in Alpine Cemetery. 

She was an Alpine resident since 
1 932, was the widow of Henry David 
Sturdivant, r e t i r e d  h o t e l  man of 
Arkansas, who was the first president 
of the Alpine Chamber of Commerce. 
He was mayor of Gurdon, Ark. , in 1905, 
died here April 10, 1961, age 92.
