CA R E  O F  THE BODY 
By Frances McTaggart 

WALKING • . •  IS NATURAL EXERCISE. The most natural and common ex­ercise is performed by the act of walk­ing, which causes the blood to circulate freely to all parts of the body. In walk­ing the body is free and unrestrained, making most parts of it subject to gentle muscular action. When walking the pace is accelera­ed, the body muscles start a more vigorous action thereby putting the res­piratory areas to work. This system greatly benefits because the expansion of the chest walls allows air to pass into the farthest cells of the lungs. The inhaling of oxygen and exhaling of carbon dioxide is quickened, more body heat is developed, more perspiration appears on the skin and more toxins are eliminated. Dr. Lawrence E. Morehouse, p�of­essor of physical education at the Un­iversity of California states " Movement of skeletal muscles in man not only performed great external work (hunting) in primitive days but also acted as supplemental heart muscles in moving fluids through the body. The modern man relies on his heart muscles alone to pump the fluids which support the internal environment of the body. The heart cannot do the job of circulation whithout the aid of other muscles and sittin� men soon begins to suffer.
