CARE OF THE BODY

BEWARE OF WHIPLASH

Whiplash injuries to the neck are
common occurrences in traffic acci-
dents these days. A large percentage of
accidents involve standing cars hit from
the rear,

The whiplash injury is caused by a
snapping back of the head which may
not even be noticed at the time it hap-
pens. Injury of the nerves may also be
involved.

Dr. Ross Mclntire, executive dir-
ector of College of Surgeons some time
ago said "The unprotected back of the
neck is easily damaged and very often
symptoms do not arise, in cases where
there have been no fractures, for a
period of many years, "

Other symptoms of whiplash injury,
according to Dr. Mclntire, were "a
neuralgic type of pain over a large part
of the neck, back of the head and
lower portion of the face, and a head-
ache that begins at the back of the
head and radiates to the center of the
skull and it finally centers behind one
or both eyes, Often there will be some
degree of concussion.

"If the force of the blow is at an
angle, the neck may be severly rotated
and cause other symptoms, These in-
clude muscular spasms, dizziness,
nausea and inability to see properly,
Eye troubles are persistent when whip-
lash injuries show up months or years
after the accident.”

Immediate attention to this vital
area is extremely important
