This revealing air shot by Editor
Irvine looking northwest, graphically
shows how freeway is progressing at
Deadman’s Curve,

Most of the mountain around which
the hazardous curve winds at right is
being "belted" across Hwy 80, to fill
ravine at extreme right. New 4-lane
highway will then pass over new fill,
one of tallest in state.
